The Parade, details

· The Parade will be under the control of the Thornbury Lions

· This will muster at the Castle School in Park Rd. (BS 35 1 HP). 

· Gates open at 9.00 am, and the Parade will depart at 10.30 am. It is likely to be completed by 12 noon.

· It is possible to have a Parade entry without a commitment to further activity on the Carnival field.

· The route will be as in 2009, via Park Rd., Castle St., High St., Chapel St., 

St. Mary St. (1.2 miles long). The Parade does not return to the Castle School. There is no public parking at the Castle School site.

· There is no charge for entering the Parade, but we must have the relevant documents completed and in-hand by the scheduled return date. This is essential for Parade sequence planning and route stewarding purposes.

	
	
	


· Entries can be: 

vehicles – classic cars, vintage tractors, traditional “floats”, vintage commercial, vintage military vehicles, or they can be 

walking groups, with or without animals or music, small or large in numbers

bands, marching, walking or on floats

adorned with a banner (please), flags, balloons, in costume or in sports team kit, and with props if desired – please be colourful and eye-catching!

· Walking groups will need 2 nominated safety marshals who will form part of the Lions’ marshalling team, and who will need to wear Yellow Hi-Vis vests.

If yours is to be a walking group that has no stall on the field, why not get members to stay in costume, and arrange a group picnic for the afternoon? That woul add colour, and members could have more fun!

· Any group may have a motorised float, but they must be fully responsible for all matters of safety and insurance related to its use, and to making arrangements with the vehicle owners. Float decoration cannot be done at the Castle School site on the Carnival day.

	
	
	


· Insurance – if you are a part of a national organisation, or even a local club, 3rd party liability insurance might already be in place. Otherwise, policies are available via Coversure in the High St., for a premium of £15. See attached document: Carnival 2010 Invitation pt 10 Insurance cover application.

· Programmes – We ask that each person in the Parade has a Programme (@£1) Please order these via the Parade entry form, and arrange to collect from the Carnival Association stall at the Food Market in mid June.

· Final details will be sent to Parade entrants about three weeks in advance of Carnival day.
